Greetings Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

Many of us watched in horror earlier this summ  er
when the Deep Water Horizon oil
rig suffered a “blow out” caught
fire and was destroyed. | found
myself listening carefully to each
scrap of news regarding survivors
of the explosion, the spewing of
oil into the waters of the Gulf of

Mexico, and the seemingly futile efforts to stop th e
oil flow.

As one who enjoys TV shows like “Modern Mar-

vels” and “How It's Made,” | found the world of dee p
sea oil drilling fascinating. | was intrigued by r  obots
and well caps, defective blowout preventers and

live video feeds of the spewing well. And then, th ere
are the amazing pressures! The pressure of the wat  er
a mile below the surface, a pressure that would

crush typical submarines like tin cans. The pressu re of
the oil spewing from the well, pressures three time s
greater than the pressure of most agricultural hy-

draulic systems! With oil being forced out at a pr es-
sure of 6000 psi, it is no surprise that stoppingt he flow
was so difficult.

And what a mess all that oil has been. When

burned from the surface of the

water, the clouds of smoke were

a black, toxic mess, polluting the

atmosphere with more of those

evil “global warming gasses.”

We all saw pictures of animals

coated, fragile marshes de-

stroyed, and beautiful beaches messed up by the
sticky crude. Our hearts ached when people inter-
viewed talked about their careers as fishermen end-
ing, their restaurants and motels being empty, and
as fears of unrecoverable economic loss were ex-
pressed.

The country watched and held it breath as the

cap was placed and the flow of crude was choked
off. It was a great relief when the
cap held, the pressures stabilized,
and the flow of oil was stopped!
An amazing thing has been that
only a couple of weeks after the
flow of oil was stopped, the people

cleaning up the mess are having trouble finding oil

to skim from the surface of the Gulf. And no one

seems to know where all the oil went. While some

was burned off, and some was probably dissipated

by the dispersion chemicals, a considerable quantit y
seems to have simply “disappeared.” Is this the en d
of the 2010 oil spill? Hmmm, maybe.

But, before the Gulf oil spill becomes somein  kon
the pages of history, how about a spiritual compari -
son. I've been thinking
about how we are, perhaps,
like the Gulf of Mexico;
beautiful and busy, calm
and clean, and full of life
and laughter. At least, that
was God'’s original intent for
our lives when he created Adam and Eve.

Then, disaster struck! Satan poured his temp ta-
tions into the perfect lives of Adam and Eve result ing
in a bursting forth of sin, a pollution greater tha n the
crude that spewed into the Gulf. While the polluti on
of crude in the Gulf mainly affected people on livi ng
near the Golf, the pollution called sin has affecte d
every human being in the whole world. And the hor-
rible pollution of sin is a flow that we are unable to
stop and a mess we are unable to cleanse from our

lives. Its pressure is too great.
The good news is that God
got into the clean-up business
when He sent Jesus to “cleanse
us from all our sin” (1 John 1:7).
When we trust in Jesus, as our
Savior from sin, Jesus removes
the pollution of sin from us. He
cleanses us, and restores us to the pre-sin conditi  on
of Adam and Eve so when God look at us, he sees
nothing but a clean, sinless person. In addition, Je-
sus, in the person of the Holy Spirit, inhabits us, work-
ing tirelessly to choke off the flow of sin polluti  onin
our lives.

But the pressure is great! Satan is continual ly

tempting us! And there are daily leaks of the sin well,

polluting us again, as we fail to listen to the Hol  y Spirit
and miss the mark of God’s perfection. We sin dail y!
That's why Martin Luther wrote of the need for dalil y

confession and repentance springing from our strong
faith in Jesus as our Savior.

I'm glad BP and the Coast Guard are keeping
watch for pockets of oil on the Gulf and for any le aks
from that troublesome well. Hopefully the result w ill
be clear water and clean beaches. And I'm glad
that Jesus cleanses people of faith from the pollut ion
of sin, for the result is a clear conscience before our
Lord. Praise be to God!

The trustees are: Nadine Glur, Bruce Dyk, Dave Bar tz, Nate Dahl, Lance Hill and Mark Marvel.

The second quarter has been very uneventful. T here have been no major repairs or problems with ou r fa-
cilities.

Spring clean-up of the yard was completed. We have had the yard fertilized and sprayed for weeds two
times and the weeds in the parking lot have also be en sprayed twice. The yard was also aerated for fr ee by
a new company advertising their services. Perennia Is and bushes were planted on the south side of the
church and flowers were planted in the pots. Handi cap parking signs were installed at the north entra nce.

We plan to have the soffit and cross stained an d the fascia touched up where the paint is peeling. This will

be scheduled to be done in August or September.
A contract has been signed for snow removal wit h Guthmiller & Sons Dirtworks. They no longer clea n side-

walks, so we have hired Rob Feist to remove snow fr  om the sidewalks. Rob currently takes care of the lawn
mowing in the summer.

We have received two more special assessments f rom the city, one for work done on Boulevard near t he
parsonage ($2400 over 7 years) and one for the work being done on 26th Street ($6000 over 15 years). We
are being assessed for 26th Street because itis co  nsidered an arterial street. The 2011 budget will reflect
these items.

Our money market account has been transferred fr om Wells Fargo to Gate City Bank. This was done be -
cause fees being charged at Wells Fargo would end u p costing more than our earnings.

The trustee board is currently gathering inform  ation on several possible projects. By fall we wil | have a pro-
posal ready for the congregation to consider for fu ndraisers. Projects being researched include repai ring/
upgrading parsonage, sprucing up of sanctuary, repl acing glass block wall on south side of fellowship hall/
kitchen/office, repairing sidewalks surrounding the church and upgrading the parking lot.

Thank you for your continued support and feel f ree to bring any problems or concerns to any one of the
trustees.

Why Kesha's video for “Your Love is My Drug” of cou  rse! And after watching it and reading the lyrics multiple times...
actually just once...I think I've stumbled upon the d eeper meaning behind this multilayered production:

The love from Kesha's video-dude is just like a  drug addiction ! See how I put that together??? And here’s how s he rolls
these concepts together- | don't care what people s ay. The rush is worth the price | pay. | get so hi gh when you're with
me. But crash and crave you when you leave.

I guess on some level she is correct. There is def initely a type of altered state feeling you can get from the chemical reac-
tions caused by being around someone you *dig*...but I would hardly call that love.
An obsession? Yes. A codependent addiction? Yes ag ain. And unfortunately it is the way many teenager s try to classify

one of the most difficult concepts in the universe:
Love. Think about all the ways we use this simple  word-I love cheese, | loved that movie, | love my dog.

Don't you just love an Iced Single Vente, 7 pump Peppermint, Caramel S auce Top and Bottom, Light Ice, No whip, Mo-
cha?

Your love is my drug.

See what | mean? So no wonder we're often confused and more often than not making poor and self-destr uctive
choices in our relationships. If only there was a  clear and concise definition of love that could be our foundation and filter
for all of life.

| have great news for you...there is! And it is not the work of a mere human; it is from the very mind of God and penned in
His Word:

Love is patient and kind. Love is not jealous or bo  astful or proud or rude. It does not demand its own way. It is not irritable,
and it keeps no record of being wronged. It does n ot rejoice about injustice but rejoices whenever th e truth wins
out. Love never gives up, never loses faith, is al ways hopeful, and endures through every circumstanc e. Three things will
last forever—faith, hope, and love—and the greatest of these is love (1 Corinthians 13:4-7;13).

I'm sure you can see the contrast between this beau tiful description of love and a song about being a ‘love-sick crack-
head’ - right?

This is the kind of love that is the very opposite  of a self-seeking desire to get relationally high, rather it is a focus and deter-
mination to seek out the best for everyone God brin gs into our world. It doesn't seek to ‘get,’ rathe r it is always on the

lookout to ‘give’ to others.

Can you imagine how different the world would be if everyone made this passage their game plan for lif e?

So if you are confused about love, join the club. But trust me, if you internalize God’s definition a  nd live it out in your day-
to-day life, love will go from being a drug to an o pportunity to experience life in its fullest and mo st fulfilling way.

And remember that God didn't just give us this defi nition of love...He actually demonstrated it:

God showed his great love for us by sending Christ to die for us while we were still sinners. So now w e can rejoice in our
wonderful new relationship with God because our Lor d Jesus Christ has made us friends of God (Romans 5:8, 11).

The truest love in the universe was lived out when Jesus Christ gave up His own life so we could have a relationship with our
heavenly Father. Now it is our turn to pay that lo ve forward by not only seeking out the best for oth ers, but sharing the
message of John 3:16:

HOW MUCH FAITH DOES IT TAKE??

It is often asked:
“Does it require faith _ in order to be saved?”
| think most of us would agree the answer is
“Yes! Of course it requires faith to be saved!
But how much?
Does it only require a little bit?
(as in having the faith of a mustard seed?)
Or does God require it ALL?
Must we have a TOTAL commitment?

As we study such a topic, it's always best to go
back to scripture. What did God say about it?
First, let's read Jesus’ illustration of God’'s King dom
in Mark 4...

Mark 4:31-32 says, “It is like a mustard seed,
which is the smallest seed you plant in the
ground. Yet when planted, it grows and be-
comes the largest of all garden plants, with
such big branches that the birds of the air can
perch in its shade.”

I've always heard these verse used as if to say tha t
it doesn’t require much faith to do great things.

The little mustard seed grows into a very large tre  e.
The verse says to me that although our faith is sma |,
when we take the smallest step of faith, sowing the
seed, then it will grow into a very large faith.

But that doesn’t mean we can just rest on a little bit
of faith. If our faith is true, then with God’'s he Ip,
that faith will grow into something large that will be-

come a benefit to the world around us. Our faith
will grow into a total commitment to Christ.

In the gospel of Mark, when the Rich Young Ruler
asked Jesus how to obtain eternal life, Jesus said, in
short, one gains eternal life by following God’s
commandments. The young man responded that

he had followed the commandments since his
youth.

Mark 10:21 says, “Jesus looked at him and
loved him. “One thing you lack,” he said. “Go,
sell everything you have and give to the poor,
and you will have treasure in heaven. Then
come, follow me.” At this the man’s face fell.
He went away sad, because he had great
wealth.”

Jesus wasn't saying that selling all you have is th e
only way to heaven. What he was saying was that

it is a total “selling out” to God that is required
And of course, we can never really do that, we

can never honestly, we can never COMPLETELY sell

out. We are human, we are sinners, and Jesus un-
derstands that. He knows that. That's why He
came to this earth: to fill the gap between our
depravity and God’s perfection.

Either way, faith IS required. We must SOW the
seed. Sowing the RIGHT seed is the key. Sowing
the right seed is what we CAN do to prove our
faith, and that seek WILL grow into TOTAL FAITH.

Study God'’s Word

Does this kind of talk bore you? If it does, you
probably didn't even read this far. Or do these
kinds of questions intrigue you?

Whether it bores you or excites you, God’s Word
instructs us to spend time studying the “Word of
God,” learning from it, using it as the tool it is
meant to be, to help us live our life for God.

| Timothy 4:16-17 says, “All Scripture is God-
breathed and is useful for teaching rebuking,
correcting and training in righteousness so that
the man of God may be thoroughly equipped

for every good work.”

Read it alone, study it in a group, take it in when
ever you can, just do it. Paul said to the Ro-
mans...

1:11—"I long to see you so that | may impart
to you some spiritual gift to make you strong—
that is, that you and | may be mutually en-
couraged by each other’s fruit.”

Our church organizes several Small Group Bible
Studies and Sunday School classes that meet
weekly at various locations, throughout the calen-
dar year. Now’s the time to get “plugged in” so
you can apply God’s wisdom to your life and “be
mutually encouraged by each other’s faith.”
